Never Leave Your Pet In The 

Car.  In nice weather you may be 

tempted to take your pet with you 

in the car while you travel or do 

errands. But during warm 

weather, the inside of your car 

can reach 120 degrees in a matter 

of minutes, even if you're parked 

in the shade. This can mean real 

trouble for your companion ani-

mals left in the car. Dogs and cats 

can't perspire and can only 

dispel heat by panting and 

through the pads of their feet. 

Pets who are left in hot cars 

even briefly can suffer from 

heat exhaustion, heat stroke, 

brain damage, and can even 

die. Don't think that just be-

cause you'll be gone "just a 

minute" that your pet will be 

safe while you're gone; even

Watch Out For Fertilizers And 

Deadly Plants.  Summer is often a time 

when people fertilize their lawns and work 

in their gardens. But beware: Plant food, 

fertilizer, and insecticides can be fatal if 

your pet ingests them. In addition, more 

than 700 plants can produce physiologi-

cally active or toxic substances in suffi-

cient  amounts to cause harmful effects in 

animals.  

Pet Care 101.  Make sure you are current 
on your heartworm prevention medica-
tion. Heartworm disease, which is trans-
mitted by mosquitoes, can be fatal in both 
dogs and cats. Another summertime 
threat is fleas and ticks. Use only flea and 

tick treatments recommended by your veterinar-
ian. Over the counter products can be toxic even 
when used according to instructions.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

Water Wisdom.  Pets and pools can equal dis-
aster. Prevent free access to pools and always 
supervise a pet in a pool. Provide plenty of water 
and shade for your pets while they're enjoying 
the great outdoors so they can stay cool.

motor off isn't healthy for your pet. 

To avoid any chance that your pet 

will succumb to the heat of a car 

this summer, be sure to play it safe 

by leaving your pet cool and re-

freshed at home while you're on 

the road. And if you do happen to 

see a pet in a car alone during the 

hot summer months, alert the 

management of the store where 

the car is parked. If the owner does 

not return promptly, call local ani-

mal control or the police depart-

ment immediately.

Grace’s Law H.B. 788.  The signing ceremony for Grace’s Law took place in Governor Perdue’s office at the Georgia State Capitol 
on June 4, 2010. Grace’s Law, H.B. 788 had actually been signed into law without any fanfare on May 20, along with numerous 
other bills, thus becoming Act 386.  

 
As of December 31, 2010, it will be illegal--totally, completely, and unequivocally 
illegal, to kill shelter pets in gas chambers in the state of Georgia. No more grandfa-
ther clauses. No more loopholes. Just plain against the law of the land. Struggles 
are heating up in other states to accomplish something similar to what Georgia has, 
perhaps most notably in North Carolina and Texas, though there are others. They 
are looking to Georgia and to what we accomplished here. A bit of ceremony is called 
for on an historic occasion such as this, and a bit of ceremony is what we got.

Sweet Mozart came to us as an infant along with his 5 siblings after his mother was killed by a 
car.

During our 6 month surprise home check we found he was tied up all day and placed in a 
cramped crate at night. His food was thrown on the ground and his choke collar was not ad-
justed and was very tight, so tight we had to cut if off his neck. This treatment contributed to 
poor bone development during his vital growth period as a puppy and has caused a deformity 
on both front legs making him  pigeon toed.   
 
Motzart visited with Georgia Veterinary Specialists who x-rayed his legs. The results of  the 
consultants—come back in 10 years— he may need some arthritis medication but he will 
make some family a fantastic dog.  Motzart is on holistic good quality food, takes glucosamine  
and chondroitin some  omega 3 and 6 tablets and he is just the happiest dog.  House broken, 
crate trained, Motzart does not destroy anything he is totally trustworthy.

Pet First-aid kit and guide book.

Disposable litter trays (aluminum roasting pans are perfect) 

Litter or paper toweling liquid dish soap and disinfectant Disposable garbage bags 
for clean up Dishes for food and water Extra harness and leash Photocopies of medi-
cal records Waterproof container with a two-week supply of any medicine your pet 
requires  Boiled water—at least seven day’s worth for each person and pet  Traveling 
bag, crate or sturdy carrier, ideally one for each pet  Flashlight  Blanket  Recent color 
photos of your pet (s) Pet Grab ‘ N Go Bag (can be crucial to protecting your pet’s 
paperwork) Especially for cats: pillowcase, toys, scoopable litter  Especially for dogs: 
Long leash and yard stake, toys and chew toys, week’s worth of cage liner.
